Stay safe during lockdown  

With the nation in Alert Level 1 we have 
seen a threat of new infection cases rising. 
This to some degree is due to many people 
no longer adhering to the Covid-19 Proto-
cols and this behaviour puts everyone’s life 
in danger.  With most regulations relaxed in 
Level One, this does not mean that we are 
totally out of the woods. The virus is still 
there and as DEADLY as ever. Let us con-
tinue to wear a cloth mask that covers both 
the mouth and the nose, make use of an 
alcohol based sanitizer with at least 70%  
alcohol and/or wash our hands for at least 
20 seconds with soap and running water 
and keep a safe distance of at least 2m 
between us and the next person whenever 
we are in public space around people.

conclude any funeral arrangements with the Undertakers. This 

is meant to make sure that all Covid-19 Protocols regarding 

funerals are followed and adhered to at all times so that at the 

end of the day we run a smooth funeral service as we bid fare-

well to our loved ones. Funeral attendance is per family invita-

tion ONLY and the number of  attendees is now extended to 

100 and NO exceptions on this matter. This is meant to main-

tain the safety of us all and assure that we keep the Covid-19 

Regulations at all times. Your understanding is appreciated. 

Welcome back to Holy Cross Church Live Worship 

We have had our first services last Sunday and things flowed 

smoothly without any challenges. We ask that in order for us 

to comply with the Covid-19 Regulations in place we should 

first indicate our intensions to attend either of the services by  

texting/calling your Zone Leader. This is meant to keep to the 

prescribed number of maximum people in attendance at every 

service which is currently capped at 50. Your cooperation in 

this regard will help us maintain a smooth running of our ser-

vices.  Please do not sit on the crossed area of the pews to 

observe social distancing. Please NOTE that singing is 

not allowed during this time of Covid-19. Moreover, if you 

have the following health conditions, you are STRONGLY 

encouraged to remain at home to minimize the risk of  

contracting the CORONAVIRUS: 

¶ Poorly controlled hypertension  
¶ Cardiac disease 
¶ Poorly controlled Diabetes Mellitus 
¶ Chronic Lung Disease e.g. COPD 
¶ Poorly controlled Asthma 
¶ Cancer currently undergoing Chemotherapy 
 
We humbly request that you do not come to Church if you are 
not feeling well, have an unexplained fever/ sore throat/ gener-
alised tiredness/ lack of smell OR taste as these may suggest 
active Covid-19 disease.  
 
For those attending the Church services in person, please do 
remember: 
§ No face mask, no entry. 
§ Maintain social distancing at all times,   
§ Wash and/or sanitize your hands frequently. 
§ Please try to arrive at least 30min early for the services 

to allow for screening prior to entering the Church.
